The 2009 Regular Session of the 2009 General Assembly adjourned on August 11, 2009. The adjournment resolution provides that both houses will 
reconvene for the 2010 Session of the 2009 General Assembly (the “Short Session”) at 12:00 noon on Wednesday, May 12, 2010. The following 
child support bills have not been ratified, but were received by the Crossover deadline and were not defeated in the 2009 Session.  
 
Crossover bills- Bills and resolutions introduced in 2009 and having passed third reading in 2009 in the house in which introduced, received in the 
other in accordance with Senate Rule 41 or House Rule 31.1(e) as appropriate, and not disposed of in the other house.  
 
House Bill 307 (S0587) Set Aside Child Support / Limited Circumstances  
 
 This is a bill that would allow the trial courts to set aside an Order of Paternity or an Affidavit of Parentage after the 60 days have elapsed 
if the court determines as a result of genetic testing the putative father is not the biological father of the minor child. If the court sets aside an Order 
of Paternity, the child support responsibilities of the parties may not be suspended while the motion is pending and no party may be required to 
reimburse past child support paid on behalf of the child to the custodial parent, the State, or any other assignee of child support. Any past due child 
support payment vested pursuant to G.S. 50-13.10, shall not be affected by any order entered pursuant to this section and all vested child support 
arrears shall remain due and owing.  
 
Senate Bill 143 Continue Child Support / 21 Yrs/ College Student 
 
 This is a bill that would allow child support payments to be extended beyond the age of 18 if the child is attending a community college, 
college or university as a full-time student. The support payments shall continue until the child reaches age 21, unless the child ceases to attend 
school on a regular basis or fails to make satisfactory academic progress towards graduation. After age 18, child support payments may be given 
directly to the child or paid directly towards the child’s college expenses.  
 
In the case of graduation or attaining age 20 (current guidelines if the child is still in primary or secondary school) or where the child is no longer 
attending a community college, college or university as a full-time student, payments shall terminate without order by the court, subject to the right 
of the party receiving support to show upon motion and with notice to the opposing party, that the child has not graduated or attained the age of 20 
or that the child is still attending a community college, college or university as a full-time student. As under current guidelines, if an arrearage for 
child support or fees due exists at the time that a child support obligation terminates, payments shall continue in the same total amount that was due 
under the terms of the previous court order or income withholding in effect at the time of the support obligation. The total amount of these pay-
ments is to be applied to the arrearage until all arrearages and fees are satisfied or until further order of the court.  
 
As you may already know, the Senate passed the following Senate Bill and it was signed by Governor Beverly Perdue on July 24, 2009.  
 
Senate Bill 817 / Increase Child Support Collections (CH.SL 2009-335)  
 
 This law is an act to increase child support collections by permitting greater sentencing flexibility for a person who commits criminal 
contempt by failing to comply with an order to pay child support. Effective December 1, 2009, a person who commits criminal contempt for failure 
to pay child support is subject to censure, imprisonment up to 30 days, fine not to exceed $500 or any combination of the three. However, a sen-
tence of imprisonment up to 120 days may be imposed for a single act of criminal contempt resulting from failure to pay child support, provided the 
sentence is suspended upon reasonable conditions related to the contemnor’s payment of support. If the conditions  
set are not met by the contemnor, then the sentence can be enforced.
