There are several child support bills pending in the £urrent session of the NC General Assembly.
The three most important bills are as follows:

House Bill 307 (S587) Set Aside Child Supporthkimited €ircumstances

This bill has passed the Housegnd is now intké J | Committee of the Senate. In a
nutshell this is a paternity disestablishment bill that wiiallow for paternity to be set aside
more readily than under the exising law.

Senate Bill 143 Continue CHhild"Support/21 Yrs/College Students

This bill has passed the, Senaté”and is now in the J Il Committee of the House. This bill
extends the paye "ty off e hil d support to age 21 if the
that the payweejg could become the o0childdéd or th
coll egel expemseso.

Senate Bill 817 In€rease Child Support Collections

This bill has passed the Senate and is now in the J Il Committee of the House. This bill
amends NCGS-%2 and provides that a person who is held in CRIMINAL contempt may be
subject to a sentence of up to 120 days.

Although these bills are still pending, they hayassed one chamber of the Legislature and we
should definitely be watching them. | encourage you to go to the General Assembly website and
view these bills in their entirety.
